5-6 Then the angel whom | saw standing on the sea and on the land lifted up his right hand +e- into heaven, And he swore by him who lives for ever and
ever, who created the heavens and all that is in them, the earth and all that is in it, and the sea and all that is in it, and said, “There will be no more delay!

Revelation 11:3 And | will grant authority to my two witnesses

5-6 Andifanyone -wants- tries to harm them, fire flows out of their mouth and devours their enemies; so if anyone -wants- tries to harm them,
he must be killed in this way. These have the power to shut up the sky, so that rain will not fall during the days of their prophesying;
and they have power over the waters to turn them into blood, and to strike the earth with every plague, as often as they desire.

7-8 When they have finished their testimony, the beast that comes up out of the abyss will make war with them, and overcome them and Kill them.
And their dead bodies will lie in the street of the great city {i.e., Jerusalem}

9-10 Those from the peoples and tribes and tongues and nations will look at their dead bodies for three and a half days, and will not permit their dead bodies
to be laid in a tomb. And those who dwell on the earth will rejoice over them and celebrate; and they will send gifts to one another,
because these two prophets tormented those who dwell on the earth.

11-12 But after the three and a half days, the breath of life from God came into them, and they stood on their feet; and great fear fell upon those who
were watching them. And they heard a loud voice from heaven saying to them, "Come up here."
Then they went up into heaven in the cloud, and their enemies watched them.

13 And in that hour there was a great earthquake, and a tenth of the city {i.e., Jerusalem} fell; seven thousand people were killed in the earthquake,
and the rest were terrified and gave glory to the God of heaven.

15-19 Then the seventh angel sounded... And the temple of God which is in heaven was opened; and the ark of His covenant appeared in His temple,
and there were flashes of lightning and sounds and peals of thunder and an earthquake and a great hailstorm.



Revelation 14:6  And I saw another angel flying in midheaven {i.e., our sky}, having an eternal -gespel  good news to preach to those who live on the earth,
and to every nation and tribe and tongue and people;

Revelation 16:1 Then I heard a loud voice from the temple, saying to the seven angels, "Go and pour out on the earth the seven bowls of the wrath of God."

2 So the first angel went and poured out his bowl on the earth; and it became a loathsome and malignant sore {i.e., ulcer}on the people who had
the mark of the beast and who worshiped his image.

3 The second angel poured out his bowl into the sea, and it became blood like that of a dead man; and every living thing in the sea died.
4 Then the third angel poured out his bowl into the rivers and the springs of waters; and they became blood.
8 The fourth angel poured out his bowl upon the sun, and it was given to it to scorch men  -with- in fire.

9 Men were scorched {i.e., cauterized} with fierce heat; and they blasphemed the name of God who has  -the-pewer-over-theseplagues
the authority over theses calamities, and  -they-did-netrepent-of theirdeeds-  they did not even acknowledge
they were wrong so as to give Him glory.

10 Then the fifth angel poured out his bowl on the throne of the beast, and his kingdom became darkened; and they gnawed their tongues
becauseof  producing pain,

11 and they blasphemed the God of heaven because of their pains and their sores; and they did not  -repent-eftheir-deeds-  even acknowledge
they were wrong.

Hebrews 2:3  how will we escape if we neglect so great a salvation?

Revelation 16:12 The sixth angel poured out his bowl on the great river, the Euphrates; and its water was dried up, so that the way would be prepared for
the kings from the east.

13-16 And | saw coming out of the mouth of the dragon and out of the mouth of the beast and out of the mouth of the false prophet, three unclean spirits
like frogs. They are spirits of demons, performing signs, which go out to the kings of the whole world, to gather them together for the war
of the great day of God, the Almighty. And they gathered them together to the place which in Hebrew is called "Har-Magedon"
